Wells for Kenya (WELLS)

Over the past six years, the East-African country of
Kenya has been experiencing severe drought. Due to
the lack of rain, even during their normal rainy
season, crops have failed, animals have died, and families have
been severely affected. One way for a community to receive a
clean and secure water source is to build a well. Sponsoring
the building of a well in Kenya is like giving a gift of life. Our
team who visited Kenya in 2008 saw a number of wells (bore
holes as they are called) that were dug through our gifts.

Augusta Victoria Hospital (AVH)

Augusta Victoria Hospital, situated on the

Mount of Olives in Jerusalem (and a ministry

of Lutheran World Federation), offers a number of essential
healthcare services including dialysis, for people in the
Palestinian Territories. The hospital serves patients regardless
of race, gender, religious belief, nationality, ethnic origin, or
political persuasion. However, there is great difficulty in
providing its services due to the construction of the Israeli
separation wall.

Bread for the World (BW)

Bread for the World is a nationwide T

Christian movement that seeks justice
for the world’s hungry people by
lobbying our nation’s decision makers.
Started in 1972 by a small group of Protestants and Catholics,
Bread for the World is now a nationwide movement of more
than 58,000 members. It not only encourages individual
involvement in anti-hunger ministries but also encourages
advocacy with our Congress and president. Bread also partners
with the ONE campaign to fight global AIDS and extreme

poverty.

Motorbikes for Ministry - Kenya
(BIKES)

Transportation in Kenya is very limited and
crowded and in the more rural parts - rare. Some pastors and
evangelists in our companion synod care for as many as 15
congregations, each a distance from the others. Walking takes
a lot of time, and we can support the ministry of our brothers
and sisters by sending funds with which to purchase
motorbikes, helmets, and repair equipment. A gift toward a
motorbike is a gift of sharing the gospel of God’s love. Each
motorbike costs approximately $5,000.
